Progression

Pre Entry, 
Entry 1-3 & Level 1
How long is it? The pathway you 
choose will determine the length of 
your course.

What do you need? No prior 
qualifications are required but 
initial assessments and baseline 
assessments will determine best 
course options alongside and 
progression plans.

What is it? As a learner in 
Progression Pathways, our 
programmes will look to develop 
your independence, confidence 
and resilience in learning and in 
the wider community. The pathway 
you study on will determine the 
possible outcomes which can 
vary from further supported 
learning, training or accessing your 
community. Our programmes will 
focus on meeting your individual 
needs through an engaging and 
aspirational curriculum.

For learners working at 
entry levels, who may 
also have SEND (Special 
Educational Needs or 
Disabilities).

Apprenticeships 
Level 2 & 3

How long is it? A minimum of 12 
months.

What do you need? There 
are no formal requirements as 
Apprenticeships are not just 
based on previous academic 
achievement. Apprenticeships are 
available to anyone over the age 
of 16. Some start in October but 
many start throughout the year. 
You will need to be committed, 
motivated, enthusiastic and 
reliable. Applicants will be 
interviewed prior to starting an 
Apprenticeship programme. 

What is it? As an Apprentice, you 
will be working for a local business, 
earning a real wage, gaining 
practical skills and completing 
nationally recognised qualifications. 
Choosing the Apprenticeship route 
gets you straight into the career of 
your choice. You will be employed 
for at least 15 hours per week and 
take part in a mixture of taught 
courses, workshops, work-based 
assessments and e-learning. You 
will also have a dedicated training 
adviser who will help and support 
you throughout.

How long is it? Up to one 
academic year.

What do you need? No prior 
qualifications are required but initial 
assessments will determine best 
course options alongside GCSE 
grades and progression plans.

What is it? These programmes 
have an equal emphasis on 
qualifications, skills development 
and work experience, enabling 
progression to further education, 
an apprenticeship or paid 
employment.

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Extended Diploma 
Level 3
How long is it? Two years - In 
year one, you will complete a 
Level 3 Foundation Diploma 
before progressing to gain the full 
Extended Diploma at the end of 
year two unless otherwise stated.

What do you need? Four GCSEs 
at Grade 4 including either English 
Language or Literature and/
or Maths. A Merit on a Level 
2 Diploma in an appropriate 
subject can also be considered 
(plus English and/or Maths) or as 
otherwise stated.

What is it? Previously known 
as the National Diploma, the 
180-credit, 13-unit qualification 
is referred to as the Extended 
Diploma. This Diploma is equivalent 
to three subjects at A Level. It 
is an excellent route if you have 
decided on the broad area of 
employment you wish to pursue. 
The combination of a range of 
specialist modules with the depth 
of knowledge acquired enables you 
to progress successfully into higher 
education or into employment. You 
will also be required to undertake 
several hours of independent 
study. Assessment is through 
coursework, external written exams 
and evaluation of practical skills.

How long is it? One year.

What do you need? Level 1: 
No prior qualification required. 
Progression 2: You are required 
to achieve three GCSEs at Grade 
3 including English Language (or 
English Literature) and/or Maths.

What is it? These courses are 
focused on progression, either to 
further study, an Apprenticeship or 
into employment. You will develop 
knowledge and understanding by 
applying your learning and skills in 
a work-related context.

Level 1 pathways include 
Functional Skills English and 
Maths up to Level 1 and a Work 
Skills qualification. Achievement at 
Level 1 is essential for progression 
onto Level 2 courses. The Level 
2 pathway encompasses specific 
vocational qualifications, Level 2 
Maths and English courses and 
prepares you for the world of 
work. You will have the opportunity 
to progress to Level 3 courses 
including Extended Diplomas, 
and the programme also prepares 
you for Apprenticeships and 
employment. Assessment will be 
through a combination of external 
examination and coursework.

A full-time vocational 
course in a single 
specific subject focused 
on progression to further 
study or employment.

A Level 
Level 3
How long is it? Two years. 

What do you need? Five GCSEs 
at Grade 4 or above in appropriate 
subjects, including English 
Language or Literature and/or 
Maths at Grade 5 or above and 
with specific relevant subjects 
related to your A Level choices at 
Grade 6 and above.

What is it? Advanced Level 
programmes consist of formal 
lectures, class activities and 
assessments, set homework 
and problem solving. For each 
subject, you will also be required 
to undertake several hours of 
independent study. 

We strongly encourage a broad 
programme for A Level students. 
Most subject specifications are 
assessed by examination but some 
include coursework assessment. 
All A Levels at the College are 
delivered in the linear format with 
no qualification at the end of year 
one. Academic assessment for A 
Levels will take place at the end of 
two years of study. Students must 
study a minimum of three A Levels.

IB Diploma 
Level 3

How long is it? Two years.

What do you need? Five GCSEs 
at Grade 4 or above in a broad 
range of subjects, including English 
and Maths at Grade 5. Grade 6 is 
required in subjects appropriate to 
Higher Level options.

What is it? The IB Diploma 
(International Baccalaureate) 
is an excellent alternative to A 
Levels. It will be attractive if you 
have enjoyed studying a range 
of subjects at GCSE and want to 
continue doing so at an advanced 
level. You will study three subjects 
at Higher Level and three subjects 
at Standard Level. You will also 
follow a Theory of Knowledge 
course, produce an Extended 
Essay and undertake Creativity, 
Action and Service-based projects.

Specialised forms of assessment 
are used as appropriate to 
each subject as well as written 
examinations, all reflecting the 
balance and educational diversity 
of the IB programme. The IB is fully 
recognised by all UK universities.

Extended 
Certificate/
Applied Diploma
Level 3 A Level 
Equivalent
How long is it? Two years.

What do you need? Four GCSEs 
at Grade 4 or above or a Level 2 
Diploma in appropriate subjects.

What is it? The Level 3 Extended 
Certificate/Diploma is an excellent 
addition if you are studying A 
Levels. They can add breadth 
to an academic programme of 
study and provide a vocationally 
relevant dimension. The six-unit 
qualification is equivalent to one 
A Level. Assessment is through 
coursework and evaluation of 
practical skills including a final 
major project.

Equivalent to one  
A Level and studied 
as part of an A Level 
programme.

Choose three A Levels 
from over 40 subjects. 
It’s a good way of 
keeping your options 
open.

Study six subject areas  
in this highly regarded 
alternative to A Levels, 
which is fully recognised 
by universities.

T Levels
Level 3
How long is it? Two years.

What do you need? Entry 
requirements for T level vary 
depending on the subject, but most 
require 4 GCSEs at Grades 4/5 or 
above, plus English Language or 
Literature and Maths. A Level 2 
Diploma at Merit in an appropriate 
subject can also be considered 
(plus English and/or Maths).

What is it? T Levels are equivalent 
to three A Levels. They combine 
classroom theory, practical learning 
and a three-month industry 
placement with an employer 
to make sure you have real 
experience of the workplace. 
T Levels have been developed in 
collaboration with employers so 
that the content meets the needs of 
industry and prepares students for 
work. They provide the knowledge 
and experience needed to open the 
door to highly skilled employment, 
an Apprenticeship or higher level 
study. Around 80% of your time 
will be spent at College with the 
remaining 20% being spent at 
your placement. This differs to an 
Apprenticeship, which is typically 
80% on-the-job and 20% in the 
classroom. Experience with a 
real employer in a real workplace 
will allow you to apply the skills 
and knowledge you learn in the 
classroom to the job, giving you a 
taste of the world of work you can 
expect once you complete your 
studies.

Classical 
Civilisation A Level 

Studying Classical Civilisation 
gives you an understanding 
of some of the most engaging 
literature, architecture and art 
ever produced, as well of some 
of the greatest individuals and 
most significant historical events 
of the Greek and Roman worlds.

 Why choose this course? 
Classical Civilisation is an engaging 
course that explores aspects 
of ancient Greek and Roman 
culture: literature, mythology, 
war, propaganda, architecture, 
art, philosophy, and society. In 
many respects, ancient Greece 
and Rome were the harbingers 
of what we call “civilisation”, and 
their legacy continues to this day 
in all aspects of our daily life. The 
combined effects of Greek and 
Roman culture have long inspired 
academics as well as interested 
readers to delve deeply into their 
culture, resplendent as it is in 
warrior heroes, philosophers, 
literary geniuses, and architectural 
innovators. This course is an 
opportunity to explore the first 
great western civilisations and 
understand the impact they 
still have on western culture in 
particular, especially regarding 
language, history, philosophy, 
architecture, theatre, and politics.

 Where will it take me? 
This A Level is a highly regarded 
qualification by both Higher 
Education establishments and 
employers.

This course examines why 
people commit crime, how 
society deals with criminals and 
the ways in which crime can be 
prevented. It is an exciting option 
for anyone interested in the 
study of criminology and those 
considering a career working in 
the Criminal Justice System.

 Why choose this course? 
This course is equivalent to one A 
Level and it has been designed to 
be part of a typical two-year study 
programme, alongside A Levels. 
Criminology considers theories that 
explain why people commit crime 
in the first place and the types of 
offences carried out by individuals 
and groups. It also examines how 
our perceptions (the way we see 
crime) develop and change over 
time, and how we become aware 
of new forms of crime. The course 
also explores how the Criminal 
Justice System works by looking at 
each of its individual components 
in detail, including the police, 
courts, prison, and the probation 
service. Criminology has elements 
of sociology, psychology and law 
and can be studied alongside 
these A Level subjects. It offers a 
fascinating insight into the world 
of crime, the causes of crime, and 
how to effectively prevent it.

 Where will it take me? 
Successful completion of the 
course is a good foundation for 
entry into higher education. This 
applies particularly to degrees 
including Criminology, Sociology, 
Psychology and Forensic Science.

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Modern History  
A Level 

Modern History is a highly 
respected subject by many 
universities and employers alike. 
You will gain an understanding 
of how historical events have 
shaped the world we live in 
today. You will also develop 
analysis and essay writing skills.

 Why choose this course? 
In Modern History A Level, you 
will study the rise and fall of the 
British Empire 1857 - 1967. This 
provides an interesting contrast 
to the second module - At Truro 
the rise and fall of Weimar and 
Nazi Germany 1918 - 1945 is 
studied while Penwith students 
will cover the Cold War from 1945 
to 1991. The third module is a 
Non-Examined Assessment on the 
USA  1763 - 1865, when the USA 
won its freedom from Britain then 
descended into Civil War. While 
studying these modules, you will 
develop transferrable skills that 
will carry through to university and 
employment, particularly research, 
planning, and evaluation. History 
also complements many other A 
Level subjects such as Politics, 
Classical Civilisation, English 
Literature, Geography, Law and 
Economics.

 Where will it take me? 
A Level History students 
typically progress to a variety 
of university courses, including 
the University Centre Truro and 
Penwith’s FdA History, Heritage 
and Culture foundation degree. 
Career opportunities are varied, 
including careers in Business, 
Law, Marketing, Media, Teaching, 
Research, Journalism, and Politics.

Medieval History  
A Level 

The study of History helps us 
understand and explain the past 
and is a fascinating subject.

Sociology A Level 

Sociology attempts to explain 
human behaviour and the 
world around us. For example, 
why people commit crime, 
underachieve at school, or join 
religious cults. It is a subject that 
should make you ask questions 
about the society you live in.

 Why choose this course? 
A Level Sociology will introduce 
you to points of view on society, 
including those which largely 
approve of the way it works 
(Functionalism) to those which 
argue for change (Marxism and 
Feminism). In Sociology, much 
of what we investigate is open 
to interpretation; it is therefore 
desirable if you enjoy discussions 
and debates. You must also like 
reading and writing as these are 
essential elements of the course. 
By studying Sociology, you 
will learn to think critically and 
independently about society and 
your place in it, gain the tools to 
think for yourself, and develop an 
informed understanding of the 
world around you.

 Where will it take me? 
A qualification in Sociology is 
highly valued by many universities 
and employers alike. Sociology 
is also an excellent subject to 
complement many courses, such 
as English, Psychology, Politics, 
Economics, History and Education. 
Studying Sociology opens the door 
to a fantastic range of interesting 
and rewarding careers, such as 
Teaching, Counselling, Human 
Resources or Journalism.

Psychology A Level

Diploma is a two-year Level 3 
course that students with diverse 
interests may consider as an 
excellent alternative to A Levels.

 Why choose this course? 
The IB offers a broad curriculum 
and allows you to keep your 
options open. If you are inquisitive 
about the world around you and 
want to continue to study a wider 
range of academic subjects than 
other post-16 options, then the IB 
may be the right choice for you. 
The IB offers academic breadth 
and depth, creates independent 
learners, cultivates an international 
mindset and encourages critical 
thinking. The Diploma is an 
internationally recognised university 
entry qualification, offered in 
159 countries throughout the 
world.

 Induction: 
Each September, on the day 
before Year 1 students officially 
start their courses, the new IB 
students get together for a day out. 
Whether going to Tehidy, Bodmin, 
Tomperrow or Lusty Glaze, by 
the end of this day you will have 
shared time outside the academic 
environment - travelling, problem-
solving, eating and invariably 
getting wet! So, when lessons 
start the next day, you will be 
surrounded by familiar and friendly 
faces.
 

 CAS Residential: 
At the end of the first half term, you 
get the opportunity to do some 
voluntary work with the National 
Trust. Students stay for two nights 
at youth hostels and contribute to 
conservation work near Penzance. 
The experience of living together 
for a few days - shopping, cooking, 
eating, working and keeping each 
other entertained - helps to form 
relationships that last beyond the 
two years of the IB programme.

 Internationalism: 
“Beyond intellectual rigour and 
high academic standards, strong 
emphasis is placed on the ideals 
of international understanding 
and responsible citizenship... IB 
students may become informed 
participants in local and world 
affairs, conscious of the shared 
humanity that binds all people 
together, while respecting the 
variety of cultures and attitudes 
that makes for the richness of life.”
(Taken from the IBO mission 
statement.)
 
We seek to follow this educational 
philosophy primarily through the 
curriculum itself. For example, 
through global topics studied in 
Group 3, through studying a foreign 
language in Group 2, and through 
sampling a range of literature, 
music and art from around the 
world in Groups 1 and 6. In Groups 
4 and 5 (Maths and Sciences), 
we are also keen to promote 
internationalism through project 
work and looking at the work of 
international cooperative research.
 
On the IB, you will also have the 
opportunity to travel. In addition 
to participating in language 
exchanges in France and Spain, IB 
students have travelled to various 
destinations on field trips. The 
following trips have been offered 
during recent years: Venice and 
London (Art), Iceland and Toronto 
(Geography) and Eswatini (CAS). 
None of these trips are compulsory; 
yet many IB students have been 
able to broaden their horizons by 
taking part in an overseas visit 
during their time at Truro College.
 

Responsible citizenship is 
encouraged by the CAS 
programme and this has found an 
international dimension through 
the Shewula Project (otherwise 
known as Boom Shewula Wula!). 
Following annual visits to the 
remote Shewula region on the 
Eswatini/Mozambique border 
since 2001, IB students have set 
up a fund to support schools for 
orphans of AIDS victims and a 
scheme to sponsor the education 
of individual Swazi children. This 
is an ongoing project and a further 
visit to Eswatini is planned.
 
While you don’t need to be 
committed to internationalism to 
study the IB, many students do 
develop an interest in the wider 
world. Some hope to eventually 
study/work abroad and many plan 
to take a gap year abroad.

 Why choose this course?  
A Level Biology at Truro and 
Penwith College is exciting, 
interesting and challenging; with 
the guidance and support of 
subject specialist lecturers who 
have a wealth of experience and 
passion for Biology, you will have 
every opportunity to achieve 
your goals. A Level Biology is 
a great choice for anyone who 
wants to delve deeper into the 
topics covered in Biology topics 
at GCSE study.

Equivalent to one A Level, and 
therefore an option to be taken 
alongside two A Levels, this course 
is a good alternative to A Level 
Biology for students who would 
like a balance between coursework 
and external examinations; 
assessment is 42% coursework 
and 58% exams. You will develop 
your research and assignment 
writing skills, which are crucial 
for university. The course is 
designed to give you a detailed 
understanding of biological skills 
and knowledge used in healthcare 
and disease management. You 
will study one core biological unit, 
alongside more specialist units. 
You will develop your scientific 
understanding and practical skills 
through a series of assignments 
and investigations.

 Where will it take me? 
Students develop biological 
knowledge and practical skills 
to enable you to progress onto 
Higher Education, employment, 
Apprenticeships or degree 
Apprenticeships.

Analytical & 
Forensic Science 
Level 3 Extended 
Diploma 

You will develop your knowledge 
and application of scientific 
theory and gain the practical 
skills needed to progress into 
employment or further study in 
the field of forensic science and 
associated industries.

 Why choose this course? 
Do you enjoy using scientific 
knowledge to solve problems? Are 
you keen to learn how to piece 
together evidence and data to 
reach valid conclusions? The field 
of analytical and forensic science is 
vast and is not just limited to crime 
scene investigation. Scientists use 
the same skills on a daily basis to 
attempt to solve current issues. 
This course is designed to give 
you a detailed understanding 
of aspects of science with an 
emphasis on the skills and 
knowledge used in the fields of 
analytical and forensic science. You 
will study a range of core units as 
well as specialist units relating to 
forensics.

 Where will it take me? 
Scientific skills are always in 
demand in the workplace and a 
wide range of careers are possible 
including forensic laboratory work 
or scenes of crime work. The 
course can also lead to a variety of 
science-based courses at Higher 
Education including Chemical and 
Biological Sciences, Environmental 
Sciences, Criminology, and 
Forensic Science, as well as 
related work-based training or 
employment.

Applied Science -  
Biomedical Science 
Level 3 Extended 
Diploma 

Are you interested in pursuing 
a career in the ever-expanding 
field of biomedical science? In 
this course, you will develop 
your knowledge and application 
of scientific theory and gain 
the practical skills needed to 
progress into employment or 
further study.

 Why choose this course?  
This course is designed to give 
you a detailed understanding 
of aspects of science with an 
emphasis on the skills and 
knowledge used in biomedical 
science. You will study a range of 
core scientific units and specialist 
units with a particular emphasis 
on the knowledge, skills and 
techniques used in biomedical 
science. Throughout the course, 
you will develop your scientific 
understanding and practical skills 
through a series of assignments 
and challenging investigations, 
which utilise some of the 
techniques used by scientists 
in the workplace, including the 
application of modern biological 
and chemical practical techniques 
to biomedical science and the 
knowledge required by biomedical 
scientists.

 Where will it take me? 
You will develop the scientific 
knowledge and practical skills 
to enable you to progress into 
employment or onto a range 
of Higher Education courses. 
Scientific skills are always in 
demand in the workplace and a 
wide range of careers are possible.

Geology A Level 

Geology is all about the Earth 
around you, how it works and 
how we can look after, and use it 
in a sustainable way. You’ll study 
a range of material including 
geohazards, dinosaurs, and 
many amazing minerals. 

 Why choose this course? 
Geology is the science of the 
Earth and involves the study 
of exciting topics including 
volcanoes, earthquakes, fossils, 
and minerals as well as important 
theoretical insights, for example 
plate tectonics. It is the foundation 
of everything we know about the 
Earth’s past which can lead us to 
understanding the processes that 
are currently affecting the planet 
and how we can protect it in the 
future. The skills and knowledge 
you acquire on this course will help 
you to understand that geology is 
the solution to many of the crises 
currently threatening planet Earth.

 Where will it take me? 
This course is designed to lead 
to Higher Education or into an 
Apprenticeship in any geoscience 
related course such as Engineering, 
Environmental Science, 
Palaeontology, Oceanography, 
Exploration, Geophysics, 
Geography, Astrophysics, Marine 
Sciences, Planetary Sciences, or 
Hazard Management. With further 
training this could lead to many 
careers within a variety of fields.

Physics A Level 

You will learn about advanced 
physics concepts, including 
classical areas such as 
mechanics, forces, waves and 
magnetism, as well as modern 
physics topics including 
quantum physics, particle 
physics and astrophysics, and 
how to apply these ideas to solve 
real-life problems.

 Why choose this course?  
A Level Physics is an academic 
course designed to increase 
your knowledge, skills and 
understanding of the physical 
sciences and support your ability 
to apply that knowledge to 
solve problems. The course has 
both theory and experimental 
components. Physics allows you 
to understand the fundamental 
structure of the universe from 
atoms or smaller, to galaxies or 
bigger, and how the matter within 
the universe interacts. Through 
focused lectures, we will explore 
these topics and how to use 
mathematical approaches to apply 
these ideas to a large range of real-
life situations.

 Where will it take me? 
Physics is a highly respected A 
Level and an understanding of 
physics is desirable for a variety 
of University courses and valued 
for most degree subjects. It is also 
valued by employers worldwide.

Science A Level 

A holistic overview of how 
environmental processes and 
living creatures maintain the 
Earth in a dynamic equilibrium 
and the threats that have the 
potential to upset it.

This course provides an excellent 
insight into how our world works 
and the importance of these 
processes in maintaining life on 
Earth.

As an 
environmental scientist, you will 
develop key transferable skills 
such as lab work, field work and 
critical thinking that can open up 
many doors in the future, no matter 
your chosen progression route. 
As the world leaders continue to 
implement change, we will need 
more environmental scientists to 
help guide them and make a real 
difference.

 Where will it take me? 
An understanding of the 
environment is desirable for a 
variety of Higher Education courses 
and studying A Level Environmental 
Science can lead to a career in a 
field that is growing exponentially.

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Physical Education 
A Level

Science Level 3 
Extended Diploma 

Do you enjoy developing your 
knowledge of both theoretical 
and practical sport? Then 
this course will suit you in 
undertaking a sport science or 
health related career path, such 
as sports rehabilitation, sports 
nutrition, or sports psychology, 
amongst others.

 Why choose this course?  
During this course, you will develop 
a range of skills and abilities that 
will enable you to either progress 
onto Higher Education or into 
employment in sports related 
industries. You will discover how 
to apply and develop theoretical 
and practical techniques to 
analyse and improve sporting 
performance of yourself and 
others as well as improving your 
general health and fitness. You will 
learn the appropriate use of both 
laboratory and field-based testing 
and training equipment using our 
highly equipped sports science 
laboratory. You will also learn how 
to use digital analysis systems to 
compare yourself and others with 
elite performers to fine tune sports 
skills and techniques, developing 
a strong scientific and academic 
approach.

 Where will it take me? 
This course will allow progression 
directly to a Sports Science 
or other sports related Higher 
Educational pathway, including 
at the University Centre Truro and 
Penwith. Career paths available 
will include a role in sports, 
therapy, rehabilitation, nutrition, or 
performance analysis, along with 
most other sports related areas.

Uniformed 
Protective 
Services BTEC 
Level 3 Extended 
Diploma 

The Uniformed Protective 
Services sector is diverse and 
incorporates a variety of public 
services such as the police 
service, the fire and rescue 
service, the armed services, and 
the prison service. This course 
will support progression into any 
of these routes and more.

 Why choose this course?  
This course has been developed 
in consultation with academics to 
ensure that it supports progression 
onto Higher Education. Employers 
from the protective services have 
also been involved to ensure 
the qualification content is 
appropriate for those who choose 
to enter direct employment. The 
course will aid understanding 
of the sector and encourages 
consideration of current affairs 
in a local, national and global 
context. The course content will 
develop essential competence 
such as research, presentation and 
report writing skills. Knowledge 
and confidence, both essential 
in the protective services, will be 
enhanced through developing 
skills in outdoor activities, physical 
fitness, discipline, teamwork and 
communication.

 Where will it take me? 
Successful completion of this 
course can lead onto university 
to study a degree such as 
Public Services, Policing, Law 
or Criminology. You can also 
progress directly to employment 
in the Armed Services, Emergency 
Services or Prison Service. 

Sport, Fitness & 
Personal Training 
Level 3 Extended 
Diploma 

This course is designed to 
develop both theoretical and 
practical application of a wide 
range of topics related to gym 
instruction and personal training, 
including business based 
modules, nutrition and health 
and safety. The course has 
embedded industry accreditation 
which allows you to progress 
directly to work in the sector, or 
further study.

 Why choose this course? 
The course content gives you a 
broad introduction to working in 
the sport and fitness industry. This 
includes preparing you for working 
in a self-employed capacity, 
which is common practice in this 
industry. You will gain knowledge 
of the legal requirements for self-
employment as well as learning 
how to build your business. 
The course content also allows 
you to develop technical skills 
in working with clients in a gym 
environment, carrying out gym 
inductions and leading small-
group-based exercise, supported 
by underpinning knowledge of the 
body and specific populations. 

 Where will it take me? 
The course has a primary focus on 
progression to employment as a 
gym instructor or personal trainer 
and supports you in setting up your 
own personal training and exercise 
instruction business. University 
progression in a sports related area 
is also an option.

Entry to the 
Uniformed 
Services NCFE 
Level 3 Extended 
Diploma 

This course is designed to 
provide you with an in-depth 
understanding of the principles 
of the uniformed public services 
sector such as the emergency 
services, armed services, and 
prison service and will allow you 
to explore the various avenues of 
work within it.

 Why choose this course?  
This course provides an 
opportunity for you to progress 
onto careers in the uniformed 
services. We will prepare you for a 
variety of recruitment interviews, 
and you will understand the 
personal commitment and fitness 
requirements needed to be 
employed in a uniformed service 
role. You will gain understanding 
and develop the skills and qualities 
needed to work in a range of 
uniformed services e.g. leadership 
skills, conflict management, 
personal protection, teamwork, 
communication, navigation, and 
drill. 

 Where will it take me? 
Opportunities as a result of 
studying this course include 
Higher Education and Higher 
Apprenticeships within the Public 
Services sector. This course will 
also help you to apply for careers 
in the Armed Services, Justice 
Services, Emergency Services, 
local or national government and 
other security services.

Courses
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Sport Level 2 
Certificate 

The Level 2 Sport programme 
is aimed to support your 
progression to Further Education 
and study at a higher level or to 
employment. The programme 
will also allow your to work 
towards Level 2 English and 
Maths qualifications.

 Why choose this course? This 
course is aimed at those hoping 
to take their first steps toward 
a career in any Sport-related 
industries. If you enjoy studying 
a variety of topics chosen to 
help develop your confidence, 
understanding and abilities and 
then applying them in and out of 
the classroom, this progression 
could be for you. Units you will 
study are varied and engaging, 
and include Sport Participation, 
Anatomy and Physiology and 
Coaching. Over the one-year 
course, you will develop the skills 
needed for progression into Level

Refreshments

The Online Learning Centre gives 
you access to eBooks, eJournals 
and suitable websites, most of 
which are also accessible off-
campus. If you need help locating 
a resource or using the facilities in 
the Learning Centres & Libraries, 
you can speak to one of the friendly 
and experienced team who are 
there to assist you. All resources 
are free to borrow, we just ask that 
they are returned in good condition 
to the Library by their due date. 

The College deposit enables the 
use of College resources. This 
is refundable at the end of your 
course when all resources are 
returned. The Learning Centres 
and Libraries also provide quiet 
places for studying, with plenty of 
study spaces, and open access 
computers, loaded with a wide 
range of software to assist you.

Directed Studies
The Directed Studies programme 
became part of the College 
timetable in September 2022 as 
part of the College’s catch-up plan. 

Found in Learning Centres around 
the campuses, sessions are 
supported by a team of trained 
study coaches who are also 
qualified lecturers, working with 
students to ensure progression in 
line with their curriculum targets.

These sessions are routinely held 
twice a week for each student and 
last one hour and thirty minutes in 
one of three Learning Centres or a 
designated classroom.
 
While you have set curriculum work 
to carry out during these sessions, 
the coaches are happy to help with 
general study skills, research, and 
revision. The team are also able 
to support and explain study skills 
to students in order to develop 
their understanding of how to 
research, resource materials to 
achieve coursework, support their 
academic knowledge, revision 
for exams, and study skills. The 
team also provide guidance 
and resources around routes for 
progression including university 
and work placements.

Information 
Technology

The College has a large number 
of computers capable of using 
an extensive range of software, 
available for students to use on a 
drop-in basis. You will be expected 
to improve your awareness, and 
skills in, information technology 
(IT). There are many staff who can 
support you in your use of IT. The 
College has campus-wide Wi-Fi, 
which enables students to access 
the internet and complete College 
work using their own devices.

GCSEs & Functional 
Skills

Any student who is yet to achieve 
a Grade 4 in Maths and/or English 
(either Language or Literature) 
will be required to retake these 
qualifications. For those students 
who achieve a Grade 3, this 
will be GCSE. For those who 
achieve a Grade 2 or below this 
will be either GCSE or Functional 
Skills and will be determined by 
previous qualifications and an initial 
assessment. 

For students who have already 
achieved a Grade 4, there are 
opportunities available to improve 
to a higher grade. In many cases, 
progression opportunities will be 
dependent on achievement of 
English and Maths.

Students can access this type of 
programme by speaking with their 
Programme Team Leader (PTL).

Learning Support
Our team offer a range of support 
to learners on all programmes 
of study. Learners have a wide 
range of strengths and needs and 
so our support offer is tailored to 
each individual with a focus on 
preparing learners for adulthood 
and developing independence 
to ensure that they are ready for 
their life beyond college. Some 
examples of the support available 
include: advice and guidance 
in relation to Special Education 
Needs and disabilities (SEND), 
supported social spaces, sensory 
and calm spaces, assistive 
technology training, environmental 
auditing to ensure you can access 
learning with equity, tuition in 
maths, English and/or study 
skills, mentoring, assessment 
support, independent living skills 
programme, arrangement of 
provision as stated in EHCPs etc.

The Learning Centres are a learning 
resource provided for all students.

Each Learning Centre is equipped 
with computers and printers 
and staffed by friendly learning 
assistants and e-learners who 
can help you with general queries, 
finding/accessing appropriate 
resources and IT support. These 
are interactive, comfortable 
working environments so feel 
free to pop in to discuss what’s 
available in more detail, we are here 
to help. 
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Tutor Support
At Truro and Penwith College you 
will get to know many members 
of staff and other students easily. 
You will be assigned a tutor who 
will usually be one of the people 
who teach you. Your tutor will get 
to know you well and will usually 
be the first person you go to if you 
need advice or help. You will also 
join a tutor group of students for 
which a senior member of staff will 
be responsible.

Student Services 
If you are in need of advice, 
guidance and support, the Student 
Services team is dedicated to 
helping you. We want you to 
successfully complete your course 
and our professional team of staff 
will work with you, to support you 
in progressing into your future 
career or into Higher Education.

Careers Guidance
The College has received the 
Investor in Careers Award in 
recognition of the comprehensive 
service that is provided and has 
fully met the Gatsby benchmarks 
for careers guidance.

Our careers offer aligns to the six 
areas of the career development 
institutes framework; which is 
grow throughout life, create 
opportunities, explore possibilities, 
balance life and work, manage 
career and see the big picture.

You will 
have the opportunity to discuss 
your personal progression routes 
and receive support in making 
decisions appropriate to your 
needs. College careers staff are 
highly-qualified, receive regular 
training and participate in many 
initiatives in this fast-changing field.

All 
Truro and Penwith College sites 
have a smoke and vape free policy.

We will ensure that your data is 
processed lawfully, collected for 
specified purposes only and held 
securely in a form that identifies 
you for no longer than is necessary.

Fees
If you are aged under the age of 19 
on 31 August, you will not normally 
be charged fees for tuition. 
Overseas students or mature 
students will be liable for fees and 
details will be available from the 
College. 

Examination Fees
Full-time students who do not pay 
tuition fees would not normally be 
asked to pay for examinations that 
are taken as part of the course, 
with the College’s approval. 
Students who pay tuition fees will 
need to pay their own examination 
fees.

Fees Waiver
Students who are in receipt of an 
income-related, tested state benefit 
may be eligible for a fee waiver in 
some circumstances. If you are

 Can I have a look around 
the College? Truro and Penwith 
College run a number of Open 
Events throughout the year.

 Do courses have entry 
requirements? Yes, most courses 
do, though we do offer courses for 
those with no prior qualifications. 
Learners applying with no prior 
qualifications will be invited 
to a maths and English initial 
assessment prior to interview.  
Please refer to the ‘Options 
Explained’ section for details of 
what grades you need to start your 
chosen course.

 I can’t decide what type of 
course to take; what might help 
me choose? The ‘What to Choose’ 
section in this prospectus gives 
details about the types of courses 
we offer and what they entail. 
There is a huge choice at Truro and 
Penwith College, from A Levels and 
the IB to Vocational courses and 
Apprenticeships, so there is bound 
to be something to suit you here. 
Attending an Open Event is highly 
recommended to help you make 
this decision.

 Can I go to university if I don’t 
take A Levels? The International 
Baccalaureate (IB) is recognised 
by universities as an increasingly 
popular, challenging alternative 
to A Levels. Many good Higher 
Education institutions respect the 
IB for its high standards and broad 
yet detailed approach. Level 3 
Vocational courses also provide a 
proven route to university, providing 
the subjects are compatible. 
College Open Events are a great 
opportunity for you to find out 
whether the course you want to 
follow is suitable for applying to 
university, as is your interview.

 Can I just enrol in an academy?
No. Academies are offered only 
in conjunction with a full-time 
programme of study. They are 
intended as a supplement for, 
and not an alternative to, the 
qualifications the College runs. 

 How do I apply for a course? 
The applications process is 
covered fully in the ‘How to Apply’ 
section of this prospectus.  Firstly, 
complete an application. This can 
be done online at truro-penwith.
ac.uk

 When can I apply and when will 
my interview take place? You can 
submit your application whenever 
you like, usually from January 
onwards. Interviews take place at 
different times for everyone; this is 
because each application is looked 
at and assessed individually. Don’t 
panic if your friend has an interview 
date sent to them before you do - 
you haven’t been forgotten!

 What questions will I be asked 
at my interview? Your interview 
is not a pass/fail test. It is a 
consultation where you discuss 
your plans for your future both in 
and beyond education. Your course 
choices are looked at relative to 
your own aspirations, to ensure 
that the two things match up 
reasonably well. Parents or carers 
can attend their child’s interview if 
they wish. At the interview, once a 
suitable course has been agreed, 
you will be sent an offer email. You 
need to fill this out and return it to 
us as soon as possible.

 What if I don’t get the GCSE 
grades I was expecting? Firstly, 
don’t panic! There’s a course for 
everyone available at the College - 
not attaining your expected GCSE 
grades does not mean your offer 
to study here has been withdrawn. 
You will be asked to attend an 
advice session, to discuss whether 
pursuing your selected course 
is the right choice for you, or if 
another course might suit you 
better in light of your recent results.

 How will I get to College? 
Subsidised travel is available for 
all full-time students under 19 who 
meet the eligibility criteria. Please 
see the ‘Your Journey to College’ 
section for more details.

 What is Enrichment? 
Enrichment is an opportunity to 
further your current interests, or 
develop new ones. Courses on 
offer can assist you in gaining 
further qualifications such as the 
Duke of Edinburgh’s Award, or 
they can simply be a way for you 
to enjoy your hobbies. Further 
information can be found in ‘The 
Low-down’ section.

We understand that the costs of travel are high, but the College can help most students with the costs of bus 
passes through our travel bursary. Any learner eligible for financial support through the travel bursary will be issued 
with a First Kernow bus pass which will be honoured by Transport for Cornwall, so can be used on all services 
regardless of operator. Your bursary application will be based on information provided, together with evidence of 
household income which should accompany your application.

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For the vast majority of students, travelling to College by bus is a great 
option. Public transport is an environmentally friendly and reliable way 
to get here. We understand that you may be anxious about travel; after 
all, this might be a big change from your normal school journey, but rest 
assured that the bus service will get you to your lectures on time. Many of 
you will travel from all over Cornwall and so some journeys will take longer 
than you are used to. That’s okay, you can use this time to study, relax and 
make friends. Wherever you are travelling from, your journey to Truro and 
Penwith College is the road to an inspiring future.
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218 Truro and Penwith College students travel on an enhanced public bus service that includes more services and 
more direct routes straight to our campuses, making it easier for students to arrive at College later or leave earlier if 
their timetable allows. All transport to College bus passes are purchased via the First Bus Travel App and honoured 
by First Bus & Transport for Cornwall, so can be used on all services regardless of the operator. These include Go 
Cornwall Bus, Cornwall by Kernow (First), and OTS.

Walking to College
Walking is a simple way to fit 
physical activity into your day; it’s 
cheap and helps keep you fit. Why 
not switch your trip to the gym to 
your commute to College?

In Truro, the Coosebean Greenway 
offers a pleasant and direct walking 
route to the College from Truro 
City Centre; it links with shared-
use footway/cycle paths along 
either side of the A390, which 
connects to the College and takes 
approximately 30 minutes to walk 
or 15 minutes to cycle. This route 
can be found in the Truro active 
travel map - download the map at 
cornwall.gov.uk/activetravel

There are numerous quieter walking 
opportunities from the centre of 
Penzance to Penwith College, 
which take approximately 15 
minutes along residential streets. 

Recent improvements in Bodmin 
have made it easier to travel in 
these ways. A shared-use footway/
cycle path connects the STEM and 
Health Skills Centre to the town 
centre along Launceston Road 
and Priory Road. The town centre 
is only a 10-15 minute walk or 
cycle away, so why not beat the 
traffic and give it a try? This route

Trains

spaces are available on local trains.

Cycling to College
Cycling is a great option for 
travelling to College, especially if 
you live within five miles, where 
journeys by bike can take less than 
25 minutes. There are so many 
benefits to travelling by bike - it’s 
good for health, the environment 
and saves you money.

In preparation for Higher Education, 
students complete core units, such 
as study skills, as well as subjects 
relating to their chosen pathway.
